June 21, 2016 

Following a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, seconded by Commissioner Church, the 
Commissioners unanimously voted to meet in closed session at 9:00 a.m. in the Commissioners' 
Conference Room to discuss legal and personnel matters permitted under the provisions of 
Section 3-305(b)(l), (4), and (7) of the General Provisions Article of the Annotated Code of 
Maryland and to perform administrative functions. Also present at the closed session were 
Harold L. Higgins, Chief Administrative Officer; Kelly Shannahan, Assistant Chief 
Administrative Officer; Maureen Howarth, County Attorney; Kim Moses, Public Infonnation 
Officer; Stacey Norton, Human Resources Director; and Merry Mears, Economic Development 
Director. Topics discussed and actions taken included: promoting Grayson Zimmer from 
Maintenance Worker I to Maintenance Worker II, and agreeing to advertise to hire to fill current 
vacancies for two Maintenance Worker I's and one Maintenance Worker III in the Maintenance 
Division of Public Works; transferring Deborah Mooney from License Permit Clerk II within 
Environmental Programs to License Permit Clerk II within Development Review and Permitting; 
reclassifying the vacant License Permit Clerk II position to Natural Resources Specialist II in 
Environmental Programs and agreeing to advertise to fill this reclassified position; agreeing to 
advertise to hire to fill current vacancies for one Plant Operator I in the Water and Wastewater 
Division of Public Works, one Program Manager I for Recreation and Parks, one part-time Social 
Media Coordinator for Tourism, and one Electronic Services Installer for Emergency Services; 
agreeing to post internally to fill the current vacancy for one Natural Resources Administrator for 
Environmental Programs, with the successful candidate's position not to be backfilled; receiving 
legal advice from counsel; and performing administrative functions. 

After the closed session, the Commissioners reconvened in open session. Commissioner 
Bunting called the meeting to order and announced the topics discussed during the morning 
closed session. 

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the open and closed session minutes of their 
June 7, 2016 meeting as presented. 

The Commissioners presented a commendation to Eddie Carman, Worcester County 
Risk Manager and Snow Hill Volunteer Fire Company Captain, for his role in helping to improve 
public health by helping residents and firefighters throughout the State of Maryland prevent 
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diabetes and live healthier lifestyles by partnering with the Worcester County Health Department 
(DHMH), as a Lifestyle Balance coach, and with the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, 
as the spokesperson for the Diabetes Prevention Program. The Commissioners presented a 
DHMH commercial in which Mr. Carman discusses his own personal journey to better health 
and outlines simple steps others can implement to improve their health and prevent diabetes. The 
commercial is available for viewing at www.powertopreventdiabetes.org. 

The Commissioners presented retirement commendations recognizing years of dedicated 
service to Worcester County Government to the following recently retired employees: former 
County Commissioner and County Administration retiree John E. "Sonny" Bloxom (20 years); 
Development Review and Permitting retiree Donna Lovell (13 years); Treasurer's Office retiree 
Wanda "Sue" Miller (11 years); Library retiree Gale Hall (30 years); Jail retiree Captain William 
"Bill" Cody (17 years); Public Works Solid Waste Division retirees Edward Buchannan (10 
years), Dorothy Dale (11 years), and Ronald Taylor (21 years). 

Pursuant to the request of Housing Program Administrator Jo Ellen Bynum and upon a 
motion by Commissioner Bertino, the Commissioners unanimously awarded the sole bid for the 
general rehabilitation of a single family home in the Pocomoke City area to J &G Maintenance & 
Repair of Berlin, Maryland at a cost of$12,950. 

Lieutenant Neil Adams met with the Commissioners to request support for an application 
for a one-year grant through the Governor's Office of Crime Control and Prevention to support a 
new position titled Heroin Coordinator that will be embedded in the Criminal Enforcement Team 
(CET) to ensure all data related to drug investigations, drug seizures, drug arrests, heroin/opioid 
overdoses, and any other drug related investigation activities are entered into High Intensity Drug 
Trafficking Area's (HIDTA) Case Explorer, conduct in-home analyses in the exploration of 
overdoses for prosecution, act as a liaison between the CET and various community groups and 
allied agencies, and assist in public education and outreach. In response to a question by 
Commissioner Bertino, Lt. Adams advised that the Sheriffs Office will be constantly evaluating 
the effectiveness of this position, along with seeking other funding sources to sustain this 
position once the grant expires if the need for this position continues to be warranted. Human 
Resources Director Stacey Norton advised that the County will be required to fund 14% of the 
cost of benefits for this position. In response to a question by Commissioner Elder, Lt. Adams 
stated that the three new positions in the Sherriffs Office that were approved in the FYI 7 budget 
are Road Patrol Deputy positions needed to provide adequate shift coverage and could not be 
reassigned to work with CET. He further stated that the Heroin Coordinator would be a civilian 
employee. 

Following some discussion and upon a motion by Commissioner Purnell, the 
Commissioners unanimously authorized Commission President Bunting to sign the grant 
application as requested. 

The Commissioners met with Lieutenant Michael Bowen to review and discuss proposed 
Memorandums of Understanding (MOU) for Security Assistance by the Sheriffs Office for three 
local businesses, Ocean Enterprise 589, LLC (Casino at Ocean Downs), O.C. Seacrets, Inc., and 
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Purnell Properties, Inc. (18th Street - Spinnaker Motel, 29th Street - Sun and Fun Motel, and 31st 
Street - Thunderbird Motel in Ocean City), at the current rate of$75 per hour, per Deputy from 
July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017. Commissioner Lockfaw stated that the County should not be 
in the business of providing security to private companies. He also expressed concern that Road 
Patrol Deputies are already stretched thin due to staffing shortages, and renewing the existing 
MOUs with Seacrets and the Casino and entering into a new MOU with Purnell Properties to 
provide security services would only further exacerbate this situation. In response to questions by 
Commissioner Lockfaw, Chief Administrative Officer Harold Higgins stated that the hourly 
compensation rate, which includes a 10% administration fee, covers all expenses, so there is no 
cost to the County for these programs. Lt. Bowen advised that this secondary employment option 
is available on a volunteer basis only to off-duty officers, and he noted that officers are not 
permitted to work shifts for private agencies prior to reporting for their scheduled shifts with the 
Sheriffs Office, so they will be rested and ready for work. In response to a question by 
Commissioner Bunting, Lt. Bowen confirmed that an off-duty officer who had worked 24 
consecutive hours for Seacrets had done so when he was scheduled off from the Sheriffs Office 
for three consecutive days and was not required to report for duty within 24 hours of completing 
that service. In response to additional questions by Commissioner Bunting, Chief Deputy Dale 
Smack stated that the Sheriffs Office currently has a signed MOU to provide security for three 
hotels owned by Purnell Properties and agreed to provide the Commissioners with a copy of that 
MOU. 

In response to a question by Commissioner Bertino, Mr. Higgins advised that the MO Us 
are signed for a period of one year, with off-duty officers to be compensated at a rate of one and a 
halftimes their existing hourly salary. In response to additional questions by Commissioner 
Bertino, Chief Deputy Smack stated that any business can apply and be considered for security 
services from the Sheriffs Office on a case-by-case basis; however, they do not have the 
manpower to approve many additional requests at this time. Commissioner Bertino stated that it 
appears there is no opportunity for objectivity in this process and questioned how the County can 
reasonably provide security to one business and not another. 

Commissioner Church pointed out that County employees have the right to pursue 
secondary employment, and he stated out that the County entered into these types ofMOUs 
originally to clarify that these Deputies are employees of the Sheriffs Office and not of the 
agencies with which they provide security and, thereby, increase protection against liability 
claims for the deputies and the County in the event of an incident while working for these 
agencies. He further noted that Seacrets owner Leighton Moore and Casino general manager Joe 
Cavilla advised him that this program provides a much needed service to their businesses. 

In response to a question by Commissioner Elder, Chief Deputy Smack advised that the 
Sheriffs Office is in the process of revising the secondary work policy to place restrictions on 
the number of off-duty hours Deputies will be permitted to work secondary law enforcement 
details. Commissioner Mitrecic applauded the MOUs and stated that public safety is best served 
by having off-duty State, County and local law enforcement officers on these properties and 
prepared to respond to potential incidents. He further advised that the Commissioners cannot 
dictate how Deputies occupy their off-duty hours. 
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Following much discussion and upon a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, the 
Commissioners voted 5-2, with Commissioners Bunting and Lockfaw voting in opposition, to 
authorize Commission President Bunting to sign the three MOUs as presented. 

The Commissioners met in legislative session. 
The Commissioners met with Development Review and Permitting Director Ed Tudor to 

review a proposed text amendment application submitted by Jack Lord that seeks to amend the 
Zoning and Subdivision Control Article to allow the sale of hot and cold foods either on or off 
premises at an established winery. Mr. Lord is the owner of a winery known as Costa Ventosa, 
located on MD Rt. 610, southwest of U.S. Rt. 113 near Whaleyville in the A-1 Agricultural 
District. Mr. Tudor stated that County staff and the Planning Commission were concerned that 
not limiting sales of food to on-premises consumption and to only those hours of operation when 
the wine tasting facility is open could potentially lead to a stand-alone carry-out facility, a use not 
appropriate in the A-1 District, rather than a bonafide accessory use to the wine tasting facility, 
which is a pennitted agricultural use. Therefore, the Planning Commission gave an unfavorable 
recommendation to the text amendment application as specifically submitted by the applicant and 
a favorable recommendation to a text amendment as revised to include limitations to on-premises 
consumption only and to only those hours of operation of the wine tasting facility. Mark Cropper, 
attorney for the applicant, advised that his client is okay with the Planning Commission's version 
of the bill. Following some discussion, Commissioners Bertino, Bunting, Church, Elder, 
Lockfaw, Mitrecic, and Purnell introduced the staff and Planning Commission version of the bill 
as Bill 16-4 (Zoning - Food Sales at Wineries in the A-1 Agricultural District) and agreed to 
schedule a public hearing on the bill for July 19, 2016. 

Commissioner Bunting closed the legislative session. 

Pursuant to the request of Mr. Higgins and upon a motion by Commissioner Purnell, the 
Commissioners unanimously approved the transfer of$200,000 within the Board of Education's 
(BOE) FYI 7 Budget from Supplies and Materials to Other Charges to correct an error. Mr. 
Higgins stated that the Commissioners' denial of$200,000 for i-Ready should have been reduced 
from the Supplies and Materials category, but that inadvertently it had been reduced from the 
Other Charges category, and this transfer will correct that error. 

Pursuant to the written request of BOE Chief Financial Officer Vincent E. Tolbert and 
upon a motion by Commissioner Church, the Commissioners unanimously authorized 
Commission President Bunting to sign the BOE's Annual Budget Certification Statement, which 
certifies County funds of$8!,193,802 for BOE expenses and $10,765,450 for Debt Service for 
BOE projects in the FYI 7 County Operating Budget. 

Pursuant to the written request of Mr. Tolbert and upon a motion by Commissioner Elder, 
the Commissioners unanimously approved the County Appropriation Transmittal Schedule for 
FYI 7 for the BOE totaling $81,193,802. 

The Commissioners reviewed and discussed a letter from Robert L. Tatman, Forest Pest 
Program Manager for the Maryland Department of Agriculture, updating them on gypsy moth 
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populations and trends in Worcester County. In his letter, Mr. Tatman stated that the preliminary 
reports indicate the need to conduct approximately 115 surveys at an estimated cost to the 
County of $1,725, which represents a 50% local cost share, to perform these surveys on non­
State land. Upon a motion by Commissioner Church, the Commissioners unanimously approved 
payment for the gypsy moth surveys. 

Pursuant to the request of Emergency Services Director Fred Webster and upon a motion 
by Commissioner Bertino, the Commissioners unanimously authorized Commission President 
Bunting to sign the annual System Maintenance Agreement Amendment No. 5 between Harris 
Corporation of Lynchburg, Virginia and the County Commissioners of Worcester County, 
Maryland for the period from July I, 2016 to June 30, 2017 at a total cost of $190,943, which 
represents an increase of $7,344 from the prior year. Mr. Webster stated that the increase is in 
line with the escalation clause in the original maintenance contract, and funds for this 
expenditure are available within the FYI 7 budget. He further stated that this should be the last 
maintenance agreement for 15 years, as the recent purchase of the new system includes 15 years 
of maintenance services by Harris. 

Pursuant to the request of Mr. Webster and upon a motion by Commissioner Bertino, the 
Commissioners unanimously agreed to waive the standard bid process and allow staff to identify 
a vendor tied to the State bid contracts that can replace an aged distribution switch that supports 
telephone communication between the Government Center and other County offices at a cost of 
up to $25,000, with funds available in the FYI 6 budget for this expenditure. 

Pursuant to the request of Parks Superintendent Bill Rodriguez, representing Recreation 
and Parks Director Page Hurley, and upon a motion by Commissioner Elder, the Commissioners 
unanimously approved a transfer totaling $5,000 from several budget line items, with projected 
surplus funds to various parks accounts, to purchase engineered wood fiber for five County 
playgrounds as follows: John Walter Smith Park in Snow Hill, two playgrounds at Showell Park, 
Girdletree Park, Bishopville Park, and Whaleyville Park. Mr. Rodriguez advised that a wet spring 
caused the existing materials to degrade more rapidly than anticipated, and advised that funds are 
available within other categories in the FYI 6 Parks budget to cover this expense. 

Pursuant to the request of Program Manager Kelly Rados and the written request of 
Recreation and Parks Director Paige Hurley and upon a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, the 
Commissioners unanimously authorized Commission President Bunting to sign the renewal 
Agreement Between the Mayor and City Council of Ocean City, Maryland, Wicomico County, 
Maryland, and Worcester County, Maryland for the Mid-Atlantic Amateur Sports Alliance 
(MAASA). 

Byron Crawford of Longview Solar (LS) met with the Commissioners to request an 80% 
abatement on the personal property taxes associated with the two properties where Longview 
Solar plans to construct two photovoltaic (PV) power plants. Commissioner Church recused 
himself from the discussions due to a potential conflict of interests. Mr. Crawford stated that LS, 
a company focused on developing the lowest cost solar assets in the market, has developed PV 
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power plants in Arizona, California, Georgia, and Maryland. He then reviewed a PowerPoint 
presentation entitled "Longview Solar - Worcester County PV Property Taxes." In the course of 
the presentation, Mr. Crawford reviewed the specific benefits the PV power plants would bring 
to Worcester County as follows: more than double the assessed value of the acreage upon which 
the LS-Heron project (250 acres ofland on Libertytown Road just outside of Berlin) and the LS­
Seabeach project (110 acres on Public Landing Road outside of Snow Hill) are located, and 
double or triple the real property taxes on these properties; provide additional income for local 
farm families on non-ideal farming parcels; sustain 40 to 60 construction jobs during the six to 
nine months the projects take to construct; and conserve natural resources by reducing aggregate 
groundwater utilization, and requiring only minimal grading and utilizing very little subsurface 
concrete or rock to preserve and maintain the underlying farmlands, which would allow the land 
to easily be returned to farming production. He also reviewed the Scenario Comparison of Parcel 
Tax Revenues, noting that the net gain under the proposed tax structure would increase total 
property tax revenues from $15,000 to $170,000 in year one, with additional tax revenues of just 
over $1.8 million during the first 15 years, and based on the discount back to a net presented 
value (utilizing a discount rate of 7.5%) would be just over $1.1 million. He reiterated that the 
two proposed project sites, which are not prime farmland, generate only $3,000 to $5,000 
annually in real property tax revenues currently, and these projects would increase revenues to 
$80,000 to $100,000 annually. 

In response to a question by Commissioner Elder, Mr. Crawford confirmed that the 
Wicomico County Council did not offer Longview Solar a tax abatement for the Longview Solar 
PV power plant project in Wicomico County because at the time the State was granting tax 
credits that allowed his company to offset the cost oflocal taxes. He further stated that he is 
requesting the credit from Worcester County because the State tax credit expired in 2015. He 
also confirmed that both PV projects would be viable in Worcester County, even without a local 
tax abatement, due to the local climate, open farmland and existing federal tax credits of 30% to 
offset costs. Commissioner Bertino stated that the taxpayers of Worcester County should not be 
required to subsidize private business. Mr. Crawford stated that, though the PV power plants 
would generate no more than 1-2 long term jobs, they would benefit from access to low cost, 
renewable energy. In response to a question by Commissioner Bertino, Mr. Higgins stated that 
the County does not offer tax abatements to any other energy companies, but has offered a seven­
year manufacturing exemption to other businesses in the past. In response to concerns raised by 
Commissioner Bunting, Mr. Higgins confirmed that two similar projects being developed in 
Worcester County would likely request similar exemptions if this request was approved. 

The Commissioners also reviewed a memo from Finance Officer Phil Thompson 
confirming that the two proposed project sites generate approximately $3,000 in County real 
property taxes, and the potential new assessments, which would be based on land lease values 
(using LS estimates), would generate approximately $40,000 in County real property taxes 
annually. He further pointed out that Worcester County's personal property tax rate is already the 
second lowest in the 18 jurisdictions in Maryland that charge personal property taxes, and in 
addition, the State already provides a 50% personal property tax exemption for improvements at 
solar facilities. Thus, the estimated personal property values given by LS for the two projects are 
$28.07 million and $36.82 million for the Seabeach and Heron projects, respectively, or $64.89 
million in total. Applying the 50% State exemption that depreciates over 30 years with a 25% 
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floor, in the first year $32.45 million of the $64.89 million in improvements would be subject to 
personal property tax, and that amount would decrease by 3.33% each year for 23 years to the 
25% floor of $8.11 million. Therefore, the County is projected to earn $10.54 million in personal 
property taxes from the facilities over 30 years. If the 80% exemption request was granted, the 
County would earn $8.11 million and would sacrifice $8.43 million in potential revenue over the 
next 30 years. His memo further stated that, traditionally, any credits or exemptions to tax credits 
have been considered with the mindset that job creation and economic growth were part of the 
trade-off in lost tax revenues, but that this would not be the case with LS. For these reasons, Mr. 
Thompson concluded in his memo that he could not support the request for an 80% personal 
property tax abatement for the LS projects, noting that the 50% personal property tax exemption 
provided by the State combined with the County's low personal property tax rate provides 
sufficient relief for this and any other solar energy providers looking to do business in Worcester 
County. 

The Commissioners also reviewed a memo from Economic Development Director Merry 
Mears in which she suggested that any approval to offset taxes should be made contingent upon 
the following conditions: LS shall name a Worcester Countybusiness(s) to be the recipient of the 
contract to develop the property; if LS sells the project during the development process, the tax 
abatement agreement should be made contingent upon the buyer agreeing to honor the contract 
with the identified Worcester County business(s); and LS should be required to identify the 
Worcester Countybusiness(s) to employ a large percentage (if not 100%) ofWorcester County 
residents during the development of the project. 

Following much discussion and upon a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, the 
Commissioners unanimously agreed to table further discussions on the requested tax abatement 
to allow County staff to provide them with additional details regarding the financial aspects 
associated with this request. 

The Commissioners adjourned for lunch. 

Public Works Deputy Director John Ross met with the Commissioners, on behalf of 
Public Works Director John Tustin, to discuss funding issues pertaining to the proposed Newark 
Spray Irrigation Project. Mr. Ross advised that on January 30, 2016 the County applied for 
funding through the Maryland Water Quality Financing Administration to remove the surface 
water discharge from the Newark Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) and construct a new 
spray irrigation field for effluent disposal. He stated specifically that this application was a 
milestone identified within the consent order and agreement between the Commissioners and the 
Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE), with the goal of the agreement being to 
remove the Newark WWTP discharge from the unnamed tributary to Marshal Creek and 
ultimately Newport Bay, a water body impaired by excessive nutrients. He advised that the 
project schedule included securing a funding commitment from MDE through the Maryland 
Water Quality Financing Administration to assist in moving the project into the design phase by 
May 31, 2016. However, when MDE officials published their Intended Use Plan (IUP), which 
identifies all the projects to be financed in FYI 7, the Newark Spray Irrigation Project was not 
included, making the project ineligible for MDE funding. Upon further investigation by County 
staff, it was determined that the project was not approved for funding primarily because the 
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service area is not within the Chesapeake Bay watershed, and project scoring credits were not 
awarded for the project's public health benefits. Mr. Ross stated that this causes obvious 
financial concerns for the Newark project and hampers the County's ability to meet the 
conditions of the consent order. Staff, therefore, recommends a letter be sent to MDE regarding 
this matter. 

Upon a motion by Commissioner Church, the Commissioners unanimously authorized 
Commission President Bunting to sign a letter to MDE Secretary Ben Grumbles that seeks 
MDE's reconsideration of funding to keep the project moving forward and outlining the 
Commissioners commitment to removing the Newark WWTP discharge from the Coastal Bays, 
as evidenced by their expenditure of over $700,000 to pre-purchase the proposed spray site when 
it became available several years ago, and their having moved forward with the project as 
described in the compliance schedule. 

The Commissioners met with Mr. Ross to review and discuss entering into two small 
project agreements. Upon a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, the Commissioners unanimously 
authorized Commission President Bunting to sign the Small Project Agreement between the 
County Commissioners of Worcester County, Maryland, in the capacity of the governing body of 
the Mystic Harbour Sanitary Service Area (SSA), and TJSF, LLC (developer), of 12720 Ocean 
Gateway, Park Place Plaza, to extend a waterline from Golf Course Road to their commercial 
property in West Ocean City for Water Service through the Mystic Harbour SSA. 

Upon a second motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, the Commissioners unanimously 
authorized Commission President Bunting to sign the Small Project Agreement between the 
County Commissioners of Worcester County, Maryland, in the capacity of the governing body of 
the Mystic Harbour SSA, and Ocean City Marketplace (developer) in West Ocean City to extend 
public water service from the Mystic Harbour SSA to the Food Lion Shopping Center at U.S. Rt. 
50 and MD Rt. 611 in West Ocean City. In response to a question by Commissioner Bunting, 
Assistant Chief Administrative Officer Kelly Shannahan stated that staff will propose an 
expedited process in the near future to address similar requests, which will become more 
common as West Ocean City businesses in the West Ocean City/Mystic Harbour overlay district 
request water and sewer service from the Mystic Harbour SSA. 

Pursuant to the recommendation of Mr. Ross and upon a motion by Commissioner 
Mitrecic, the Commissioners unanimously awarded the low bid for electrical improvements at 
Pump Station E in Ocean Pines to Lywood Electric, Inc. of Federalsburg, Maryland at a total cost 
of$98,615. 

Pursuant to the recommendation of Mr. Ross and upon a motion by Commissioner 
Bertino, the Commissioners unanimously agreed to waive the standard bid process and accepted 
the low proposal for the purchase of four Flygt Pumps in Pump Stations A and F in Ocean Pines 
from Sherwood-Logan of Annapolis, Maryland at a total delivered price of $62,635. 

Pursuant to the recommendation of Mr. Ross and upon a motion by Commissioner Elder, 
the Commissioners unanimously awarded the low bid for construction of the Berlin Rubble Fill 
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Cap and Closure Project to A-Del Construction Co., Inc. of Newark, Delaware at a total base bid 
of $2,736,185. 

The Commissioners met with Mr. Ross to discuss bid recommendations to replace the 
Five Mile Branch Road Bridge. Mr. Ross stated that one bid from Murtech Marine Division of 
Salisbury, Maryland at a total project cost of$374,714, was received by the deadline on Monday, 
June 13, 2016, at 1 :00 p.m. Mr. Ross explained that this bid exceeded the estimated project cost 
of$274,012, with State aid of80% or $219,209.60 and County funding of20% or $54,802.40. 
He advised that a second bid was received at I :06 p.m. prior to the opening of the timely bid and 
recommended opening the late bid to ensure the County receives the best competitive pricing. 
Upon a motion by Commissioner Elder, the Commissioners voted unanimously not to accept the 
late bid, to reject the bid from Murtech Marine Division, and to rebid the project. 

The Commissioners met with Mr. Ross to review the two proposals received by the bid 
deadline on Tuesday, May 31, 2016, at I :00 p.m. for the construction of a fishing and crabbing 
pier at the Taylor Landing Boat Ramp in Girdletree. Mr. Ross stated that the bids from Murtech 
Marine Division of Salisbury, Maryland at a cost of $42,400 and Hi-Tide Marine Construction, 
LLC of Ocean City, Maryland at a cost of $43,800 substantially exceeded the project budget of 
$36,807. Mr. Ross stated that the County has obtained all the permits needed to move forward 
with the project, with the exception of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, and he recommended 
authorizing staff to work with the low bidder to renegotiate various aspects of the work to bring 
the cost within budget. Commissioner Lockfaw made a motion to negotiate with the low bidder, 
Murtech, and return with a solid number for the Commissioners' consideration. After some 
discussion, he rescinded that motion and offered a substitute motion to accept the low bid from 
Murtech, with the understanding that certain aspects of the project would be value engineered by 
staff to reduce the total project to fit the budget. After further discussion, Commissioner Lockfaw 
rescinded his second motion and made a motion to reject both bids and rebid the project, which 
carried by a vote of 6-1, with Commissioner Mitrecic voting in opposition. 

Upon a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, the Commissioners unanimously adopted 
Resolution No. 16-15 adopting the Sanitary Service Area Budgets, Assessments and Charges and 
Establishing Classifications for the Water and Wastewater Enterprise Fund for July I, 2016 
through June 30, 2017, as conceptually approved after their public hearing on June 7, 2016. 

Upon a motion by Commissioner Church, the Commissioners unanimously adopted 
Resolution No. 16-16 adopting the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund Budget for July I, 2016 through 
June 30, 2017, as conceptually approved after their public hearing on June 7, 2016. 

Upon a motion by Commissioner Bertino, the Commissioners unanimously adopted 
Resolution No. 16-17 adopting the Department of Liquor Control (DLC) Enterprise Fund Budget 
for July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017, as conceptually approved after their public hearing on 
June 7, 2016. Enterprise Fund Controller Jessica Ramsay stated that after the public hearing 
allocations within the budget had been updated to reflect the approved County Operating Budget, 
which resulted in revisions in the following categories: Personnel Services increased from 
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$1,014,113 to $1,080,769; Other Charges decreased from $76,960 to $64,000; and Payout of Net 
Income (Loss) to County and Municipalities had increased from ($379,422) to ($434,124). 

Pursuant to the recommendation of Assistant Chief Administrative Officer Kelly 
Shannahan, on behalf of the DLC Management Committee, and upon a motion by Commissioner 
Mitrecic, the Commissioners unanimously approved "Blow Out" pricing ofup to 50% below 
cost on non-moving DLC inventory, as recommended by the DLC Management Committee, with 
various items to be featured each week, "While supplies last," to encourage immediate purchase 
before inventories are depleted, increase sales volumes, and attract more customers to the Shore 
Spirits Retail Liquor Stores where they may purchase other products too. 

The Commissioners reviewed and discussed various board appointments. 
Upon a nomination by Health Officer Debbie Goeller and a motion by Commissioner 

Bertino, the Commissioners unanimously agreed to appoint Kat Gunby as the Substance Abuse 
Prevention Provider member on the Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council to replace Marty Pusey 
who retired from the Health Department. 

Upon a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, the Commissioners unanimously adopted 
Resolution No. 16-18 supporting selection of the Wallops Flight Facility as the East Coast 
Forward Operating Base for the MQ-4C Triton Unmanned Aircraft. This resolution was drafted 
in response to a request from Wallops Island Regional Alliance (WIRA) President Peter Bale, 
who met with the Commissioners on June 7, 2016 to seek their fonnal support in the form of a 
resolution that would be similar to the resolution submitted by the Accomack County Board of 
Supervisors. 

The Commissioners answered questions from the press. 

Following a motion by Commissioner Mitrecic, seconded by Commissioner Purnell, the 
Commissioners unanimously voted to meet in closed session at 1 :37 p.m. in the Commissioners' 
Conference Room to discuss legal and personnel matters permitted under the provisions of 
Section 3-305(b)(l) and (7) of the General Provisions Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland 
and to perform administrative functions. Also present at the closed session were Harold L. 
Higgins, Chief Administrative Officer; Kelly Shannahan, Assistant Chief Administrative Officer; 
Maureen Howarth, County Attorney; Kim Moses, Public Information Officer; and Stacey Norton, 
Human Resources Director. Topics discussed and actions taken included a pending disciplinary 
action, receiving legal advice from counsel, and performing administrative functions. 

The Commissioners adjourned to meet again on July 5, 2016.

Longview Solar LLC Tax Abatement Request

As you are aware, Longview Solar LLC has requested a significant tax abatement from the 

Worcester County Commissioners to aid in the development of two commercial scale solar 

projects. In researching past development and financial incentive agreements between the 

County and private businesses, I found that agreements made in the past 10 years were 

predicated on a satisfactory number of job additions within the County. Examples are below: 

• In July of 2009, the Commissioners entered into a $25,000 loan agreement with Bel-Art 

Products in Pocomoke City based on the addition of 25 jobs. The County would forgive 

this loan and all interest accrued if the addition of jobs occurred and the number of 

jobs was susta ined through January 2014. The loan was forgiven, as terms were met. 

• In October of 2006, the Commissioners requested $450,000 in Community 

Development Block Grant {CDBG) from the Department of Housing and Community 

Development to be used for acquisition and demolition costs at the former Campbell 

Soup manufacturing facility in Pocomoke City. Stated reasons for this request were to 

demolish slums and blight, while adding 25 jobs to the County through an agreement 

with Hardwire LLC. The company added more than 25 jobs and successfully 

redeveloped the property. 

In stark contrast to these projects the request by Longview Solar includes an annual abatement 

amount ($523,787 in year 1 with a total of $8,434,770 over 30 years) as compared to the 

$25,000 loan and $450,000 CDBG funds provided to these other projects. In addition, the 

Citizens and Government Working Together 



number of jobs created by Longview (40-60 jobs for 6 to 9 months, followed by 1 to 2 part-time 

jobs thereafter) is substantially less when compared to the 25 good paying full-time jobs 

created by Bel-Art and Hardwire over the long term at a fraction of the cost to the County. 

It continues to be our recommendation that the 50% abatement provided by the state (a 

$10,543,463 value to Longview Solar over the 30-year horizon) is more than enough, and 

further local abatements are not recommended by staff. We therefore recommend that you 

respectfully deny the request of Longview Solar for an additional Personal Property Tax 

abatement or Payment in Lieu of Taxes as requested.

This Payment in Lieu of Taxes Agreement (this "Agreement") is entered into this_ day 
of 2016 (the "Effective Date") by and between , a 
Maryland limited liability company (the "Owner") and the County Commissioners of Worcester 
County, Maryland (the "County"). 

WHEREAS, the Owner intends to construct two photovoltaic power plants (the 
"Projects") located in Worcester County, Maryland; 

WHEREAS, Section 7-514(c)(l) of the Tax-Property Article of the Annotated Code of 
Maryland (the "PILOT Statute") provides that the governing body of a county may enter into an 
agreement with the owner of a facility for the generation of electricity that is located or locates in 
the county for a negotiated payment by the owner in lieu of taxes on the facility; and 

WHEREAS, the County desires to abate eighty percent (80%) of the personal property 
taxes with respect to the Projects for so Jong as the Projects are being operated, provided that the 
Owner shall (y) pay to the County the amounts set forth in this Agreement in lieu of the abated 
personal property taxes, and (z) employ an electrical labor force that is comprised of individuals 
of whom at least (A) forty percent (40%) are residents of Worcester County, Maryland, and (B) 
eighty percent (80%) are residents of one of the following Maryland counties: (i) Worcester, (ii) 
Somerset, (iii) Wicomico, or (iv) Dorchester. 

NOW, THEREFORE, for consideration the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby 
acknowledged, the parties hereto, intending to be legally bound, hereby agree and covenant as 
follows: 

1. Abatement of Personal Property Taxes. Subject to the conditions set forth in Section 3 
hereof, beginning on the Effective Date and continuing for each and every year during which the 
Projects are being operated (the "Term"), the County, pursuant to the PILOT Statute, shall abate 
eighty percent (80%) of the personal property taxes that would otherwise be assessed and 
payable on the Projects, and the Owner shall pay to the County, in lieu of such abated personal 
property taxes, one dollar ($1) each year during the Term. 

2. No Abatement of Real Property Taxes. This Agreement shall have no effect with 
respect to any real property taxes assessed on the Projects. 

3. Use of Local Electrical Labor Force. 

A. As a condition to the abatement of personal property taxes pursuant to Section 1 
hereof, the Owner shall engage an electrical labor force during construction phase of the Projects 
that is comprised of individuals of whom at least (A) forty percent (40%) are residents of 
Worcester County, Maryland, and (B) eighty percent (80%) are residents of one of the following 
Maryland counties: (i) Worcester, (ii) Somerset, (iii) Wicomico, or (iv) Dorchester. In 
complying with the requirements of this Section 3.A., the Owner shall be permitted to rely upon 
the representations of any Person with which the Owner contracts for electrical labor as to the 
county of domicile of any individual providing electrical labor for the Projects. Upon request by 
the County, the Owner shall provide written documentation to the County to reasonably evidence

compliance with this Section 3.A., which may consist of documentation provided by any Person 
with which the Owner contracts for electrical labor as to the county of domicile of any individual 
providing electrical labor for the Projects. For purposes of this Section 3.A., the term "Person" 
shall mean any corporation, company, partnership, limited liability company, association, any 
similar entity, or individual person. The sole consequence of the Owner's failure to comply with 
this Section 3 .A. shall be the right of the County to terminate this Agreement. 

B. In complying with the requirements of Section 3.A., the Owner shall use its best 
reasonable efforts to engage an electrical contractor that shall agree to design and execute an 
apprenticeship program at Worcester County Technical High School for up to twenty (20) 
students, for up to three (3) months, focusing on the skills necessary to successfully deploy solar 
energy. The Owner shall have no liability whatsoever in the event the electrical contractor 
engaged by the Owner does not establish and execute such an apprenticeship program. The 
failure of the electrical contractor engaged by the Owner to establish and execute such an 
apprenticeship program shall not in any way affect the obligation of the County to comply with 
its obligations and duties under this Agreement. 

4. Representations and Warranties. 

A. The Owner represents and warrants to the County that: 

(i) The Owner is a limited liability company duly organized, validly existing and 
in good standing under the Jaws of the State of Maryland; 

(ii) The Owner is authorized to enter into this Agreement and the transactions 
contemplated herby, and to fully perform all of its obligations hereunder, and

The purpose of thi s memo is to respond to the request from Longview Solar for a personal 
property tax abatement and to quantify the potential tax revenue implications to the County. 

The properties proposed for two separate solar faci lities are located in the Libertytown and 
Snow Hill areas of the County (shown on pages 5 and 7 of their Power-Point presentation). 
The properties are currently farm fields that with their agricultural assessments generate 
approximately $3 ,000 in County real property taxes annually. The potential new 
assessments, which would be based on land lease values (using Longview Solar estimates) 
would bring in approximately $40,000 in County real property taxes annually. 

Personal property taxes will be assessed on the improvements to the properties including the 
actual solar panels, the racks or supporting structures, and the related infrastructure required 
to connect to the electric grid. The Longview Solar presentation accurately notes that there 
are a few counties in the state which do not charge personal property taxes and three of them 
are on the Eastern Shore. It is also important to point out that Worcester County' s personal 
property tax rate is the second lowest of the remaining 18 jurisdictions at $2.0875 per $100 in 
value. In addition, the State provides a 50% personal property tax exemption for 
improvements at solar facilities. 

The estimated personal property values given by Longview Solar for the two projects are 
$28.07M and $36.82M for the Seabeach and Heron projects respectively or $64.89M in total. 
Under current Maryland law, so lar personal property is eligible for a 50% exemption and 
must be depreciated over 30 years with a 25% floor. As a result, in the first year $32.45M of 
the $64.89M total improvements would be subject to personal property tax. For personal 
property tax assessments, the value of the improvements would decrease by 3.33% each year 

Citizens and Government Working Together 
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for approximately 23 years until it reaches 25% of its original value or $8.11 M. The assessed 
value by year is listed in the attached table. The third column shows the personal property 
taxes that would be assessed at the County's current personal property tax rate of2.0875%. 
The fourth and fifth columns show the requested 80% abatement and the net tax due over the 
next 30 years. As you can see from the fourth column labeled "Proposed Abatement" the 
requested 80% abatement will cost the County $8.43M in lost revenue based on the current 
rates over the next 3 0 years. 

Traditionally any credits or exemptions to taxes that have been considered by the County 
have been with the mindset that job creation and growth were part of the trade-off in lost tax 

· revenues. Clearly, with Longview Solar this is not the case and their presentation clearly 
states that they anticipate 1-2 part-time operations personnel long-term with annual 
expenditures totaling $30k+. This is not to discount or ignore the capital outlay to construct 
the facilities and the likelihood that it will involve some local contractors, however the long­
term benefits to the County appear to be negligible at best. 

An additional concern is that by approving this request the County would set a precedent that 
future solar projects would be eligible for the abatement which could result in a substantial 
influx of"new" projects. I am aware of2 additional proposed utility scale solar projects that 
may be developed in the County. One is currently being reviewed by the Public Service 
Commission and the other is anticipated to be filed in the near future. If approved could 
dramatically increase the amount of "lost revenue" to the County in the near future. To date 
neither of these projects has inquired about a tax abatement or any other form of tax relief 
and I can only assume that their business plan and financial feasibility study is not dependent 
upon such tax relief. 

Based on this analysis I cannot support the request for an 80% personal property tax 
abatement for the Longview Solar projects. I firmly believe that the 50% personal property 
tax exemption provided by the State combined with our local personal property tax rate that 
is lower than 17 of Maryland's 24 jurisdictions provides sufficient relief for this and any 
other solar energy providers looking to do business in Worcester County .

LEGAL AUTHORIZATIONS FOR COOPERATIVE REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENTS 

1. The Department of Human Resources is the central coordinating and 
directing agency of all public assistance activities in the State of Maryland, 
including child support enforcement. Md. Code Ann., Human Serv. § 5-205; 
Fam. Law.§ 10-108. The Department of Human Resources is the single 
State agency for the purposes of administering Maryland's plan for aid and 
services to needy families with children under the Social Security Act, 42 
U.S.C. § 602(a)(4), and has established a single and separate organizational 
unit that has responsibility for administering, or supervising the 
administration of, the State Plan under Title IV -D of that Act. 

2. Md. Code Ann., Human Serv. §§ 4-302 and 5-608 authorize the Department 
of Human Resources to accept any and all allotments of funds and to 
manage and expend same in whatever manner may be required by law, and 
to take advantage of the Social Security Act and any amendments and 
supplements thereto and any other act relating to social services and 
public assistance. 

3. Grants are available to the Department under the provisions of Title IV-D of 
the Social Security Act and the regulations adopted pursuant thereto, for 
the purposes of, inter alia, developing and implementing a program under 
which the Department will undertake, through a separate organizational 
unit, 42 U.S.C. §654(3), (i) to establish paternity and to establish, modify or 
enforce support obligations, 42 U.S.C. §654(4)(A), (ii) to enforce support for 
any child receiving services, 42 U.S.C. §654(4)(8), (iii) to locate certain 
parents, 42 U.S.C. §654(8), and (iv) to cooperate with other States in 
achieving the above goals and securing compliance with court orders upon 
request from other States, 42 U.S.C. §654(9). 

4. Md. Code Ann., Fam. Law§§ 10-106, 10-107, 10-108, 10-109 and 10-110, 
authorize the establishment of the Child Support Enforcement 
Administration within the Department for the purpose of administering a 
program for establishment, enforcement and collection of child support 
payments making, inter alia, the assignment to the Department of any right 
to support from another person a condition of Temporary Cash Assistance 
eligibility. Any action brought under this agreement by any court or law 
enforcement agency to establish the legal obligation for child support for 
parents of non-recipients must be preceded by an approved application for 
services to be obtained by the local Department of Social Services or local 
Child Support Enforcement Unit. Md. Code Ann., Fam. Law§ 10-111 gives 
the Department the authority to contract with public agencies that may 
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provide the services to the Department to enable it under state and federal 
law to discharge its responsibilities. 

5. The Department is authorized to enter into cooperative arrangements with 
appropriate court and law enforcement officials to assist it in administering 
such a program, which arrangements may include provisions for the 
reimbursement of such courts and law enforcement officials for their 
assistance in such cases, 42 U.S.C. §654(7)(A) and Md. Code Ann., Fam. 
Law §10-111, for the furnishing of pertinent information to them, and with 
respect to any other matters of common concern to such officials and the 
Department, 42 U.S.C. §654(7)(8).

TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

COURT AND LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES 

I. PROGRAM AND SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED 

A. Subject to the continuing availability of Federal and local funding, the PROVIDER 
shall provide the program for the establishment of paternity and the establishment, 
modification, enforcement, and recovery of child support payments from non­
custodial parents of children (PROGRAM) in accordance with the plan fully 
described in the Cooperative Reimbursement Agreement (CRA) application 
(together with the Addenda and these Terms and Conditions, the "Agreement"), 
which is incorporated herein. 

The PROGRAM shall be subject to the supervision of the DEPARTMENT OF 
HUMAN RESOURCES (DEPARTMENT) to include the Child Support Enforcement 
Administration (CSEA) and Local Department of Social Services or local office of 
child support enforcement and shall be in compliance with such rules and 
regulations as the DEPARTMENT may adopt covering operation of the 
PROGRAM. Supervision will consist of but not be limited to compliance reviews, 
case record reviews, statistical analysis, audits, monitoring of operational systems 
and procedures and any other reviews deemed necessary by CSEA or other 
appropriate actions consistent with the Uniform Interstate Family Support Act. 

B. The PROVIDER shall provide child support enforcement services for CSEA in all 
legal and equitable actions available under Maryland Law, including but not limited 
to proceedings under the Uniform Interstate Family Support Act, regardless of 
whether Maryland is the initiating or the responding State. 

In accordance with Md. Code Ann., Fam. Law §10-109, any action brought by any 
court or law enforcement agency to establish the legal obligation for child support 
for parents who have not received Temporary Cash Assistance (TCA) must be 
preceded by an approved application for services obtained by the local Department 
of Social Services or the local office of child support enforcement or other 
appropriate actions consistent with the Uniform Interstate Family Support Act. 

C. Md. Code Ann., Courts and Judicial Proceedings Article§§ 6-103.1 and 6-103.2 
permit Maryland courts to exercise personal jurisdiction over non-resident 
defendants in child support and paternity proceedings. 

11. MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION 

Both PARTIES hereby acknowledge the possibility of substantial changes in 
State and/or Federal regulations or laws applicable to the Cooperative Reimbursement 
Agreement and expressly agree to renegotiate and amend the Agreement as necessary to 
comply with such changes. The Agreement represents the complete and final 
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understanding of the PARTIES, and no other understandings or representations, oral or 
written, regarding the subject matter of the Agreement shall be deemed to exist or bind the 
PARTIES hereto, except that: 

A Reductions and/or Increases in Federal Funding 

Reductions and/or increases in Federal funding during the term of this contract may be 
passed on to the PROVIDER at the sole discretion of the DEPARTMENT. 

B. Budget Adiustments 

Adjustments of funds between budget categories (line item changes) must 
receive written approval by the DEPARTMENT. Adjustments that do not affect 
the total authorized funding, and are consistent with the objectives of the 
Agreement, do not require an amendment to the Agreement. 

C. Alteration of Agreement 

The PARTIES expressly reserve the right to alter, vary, modify or waive any provision 
of the Agreement, provided that such alteration, variation, modification, or waiver shall 
be valid only when reduced to a writing which has been duly signed by each and every 
signator to the original of the Agreement or his successor in office and attached to the 
original of the Agreement. 

D. Early Termination 

The PARTIES may mutually agree in writing to an earlier termination at any time, or 
the DEPARTMENT, in its sole discretion, may serve upon the PROVIDER a written 
notification of an intention to terminate the Agreement as of thirty (30) days or more 
from the date of PROVIDER's receipt of such notice. 

Upon thirty (30) days written notice to the PROVIDER, the DEPARTMENT may 
terminate the Agreement at any time if it determines that PROVIDER's failure to 
perform adequately places the State in jeopardy of a fiscal sanction as described in 
Section V of these Terms and Conditions. Such determination shall be based upon 
reports, audits, and monitoring in accordance with Sections IV.A, IV.B, IV.C and IX.D 
of these Terms and Conditions. 

111. COST AND EFFICIENCY 

A. Payment: 

The Department shall reimburse the PROVIDER for services provided in the 
Agreement at a rate of 66% for all allowable expenditures less the DHR 
Administrative Fee of 1/ 9

1
h of the local share of operating costs. 

Payments by the DEPARTMENT will be contingent upon submission of a certified 
and itemized quarterly invoice. Invoices must be submitted as indicated in Section 
111.D of these Terms and Conditions. Invoices must show PROVIDER's actual 
expenditures for the previous quarter in accordance with the approved budget. 
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IV. 

The format for the invoice shall be provided by CSEA. The Provider must submit a 
copy of all summonses served and warrants executed within that period. 

B. Payment of funds for the costs of services under the Agreement is contingent upon 
the DEPARTMENT receiving funds to pay for these costs from funds appropriated 
under Title IV-D of the Social Security Act by the United States Department of 
Health and Human Services (HHS). 

C. Notwithstanding any other provision of the Agreement, an invoice submitted by a 
PROVIDER for payment of expenditures (cash basis) made during any fiscal 
quarter must be received by CSEA's Contract Manager as stipulated below. 
Payment may be withheld under the Agreement at the sole discretion of the 
DEPARTMENT on account of any such expenditure if the invoice is not received 
by the following dates:

DOCUMENTATION AND RECORDS

July 31 

October 31 

Fiscal Responsibility, Records, Reports, and Monitoring Procedure: 

A. PROVIDER shall assume responsibility for maintenance of all financial records 
which reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the 
performance of the Agreement; such records are to be subject at all reasonable 
times and upon receipt of reasonable notice for inspection, review or audit by 
Federal and/or State personnel assigned to perform such inspection by the 
DEPARTMENT or duly authorized Federal or State agency. PROVIDER will 
furnish such fiscal and statistical reports as may be required by the DEPARTMENT 
to the Division of Budget and Finance, to the Inspector General, and to CSEA. 

B. Statistical information will be obtained from CSES. Service of process, execution of 
writs and warrants, and other court proceedings must be documented in CSES, in 
the manner prescribed by CSEA. Statistical information related to the 
establishment of paternity and the establishment, modification and enforcement of 
support must be documented in CSES as prescribed by CSEA. 

C. The PROVIDER shall retain all records and other documents relevant to the 
Agreement, including forms previously submitted to the DEPARTMENT in 
accordance with its requirements, for a period of no less than three (3) years after 
the date of final payment, a. resolution of audit findings, or disposition of non­
expendable property, whichever is later, and upon receipt of reasonable notice 
thereof, PROVIDER shall grant full access thereto. The right to examine any of 
said materials shall be afforded to Federal and/or State auditors who shall have 
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substantiated in writing a need thereof in the performance of their official duties 
and to such other persons as are authorized by the DEPARTMENT. 

D. Paragraphs A through C, supra, and Section Ill shall not be construed as a limitation 
on the PROVIDER's reporting responsibilities under the Agreement. 

V. FISCAL RESPONSIBILITY 

The PROVIDER hereby agrees to immediately reimburse the DEPARTMENT for any 
payments withheld from the DEPARTMENT or adjustments made in funds otherwise due 
the DEPARTMENT by HHS in connection with any expenditures by the PROVIDER under 
the Agreement; provided, however, that such reimbursement shall not be required for 
payments withheld or adjustments made by reason of any failure by the DEPARTMENT to 
comply with the terms of the Agreement. 

In addition, the PROVIDER hereby agrees to reimburse the DEPARTMENT for any 
expenditures under the Agreement which, as a result of an audit by the DEPARTMENT, 
HHS or any authorized entity, are determined to be attributable to: 

(1) Services to ineligible persons; 
(2) Ineligible services; 
(3) Ineligible indirect costs or disallowance of charges; or 
(4) Any other items that are inconsistent with the provisions of the Agreement, 45 C.F.R. 
Subtitle B, Ch. Ill, 2 C.F.R. Part 225 and 0MB Circulars A-87 and A-133. 

If the DEPARTMENT believes that any determination by HHS is erroneous or improper for 
any reason, the DEPARTMENT may pursue all available legal remedies to reverse such 
determination and to prevent any fiscal sanction which HHS may seek to impose. The 
PROVIDER shall have a right to appeal any request for the return of funds under this 
Section. The appeal shall be to the Secretary of the DEPARTMENT and shall be 
conducted in accordance with the State Administrative Procedure Act. The procedures to 
be followed shall include a hearing before an Administrative Law Judge in the Office of 
Administrative Hearings, who shall render a recommended decision to the Secretary of the 
DEPARTMENT, who shall make the final decision. Unless the PROVIDER requests an 
appeal, the PROVIDER shall return the funds required to be returned under this Section 
no later than thirty (30) days following the DEPARTMENT'S request for their return; if an 
appeal is requested within that thirty (30) day period, the PROVIDER will not be · 
responsible for returning funds until thirty (30) days after such appeal has been completed 
and denied, or until a fiscal sanction has been imposed by HHS, whichever occurs first. 
Under this section, the PROVIDER shall not be required to return any funds in excess of 
the full amount received under the Agreement during the period(s) for which the fiscal 
sanction is imposed. 

VI. COLLECTION AND OTHER FEES 

Under the Agreement, the PROVIDER shall not charge any fees for child support 
services. 
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VII. SAFEGUARDING INFORMATION 

The use or disclosure by any PARTY of any information relating to proceedings or actions 
to establish paternity, or to establish, modify, or enforce support for any purpose 
inconsistent with the responsibilities and/or official duties of the DEPARTMENT or the 
PROVIDER under the Agreement and/or applicable provision of law, or the provisions of 
45 C.F.R. § 303.21, are prohibited. 

VIII. TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE AND CONSULTATION 

IX. 

A. The DEPARTMENT shall furnish the PROVIDER with such technical assistance 
and consultation by DEPARTMENTAL staff that is not readily available elsewhere 
as is reasonably necessary to allow satisfactory performance in providing the 
services required by the Agreement. 

B. The DEPARTMENT shall designate a CSEA Contract Manager and local child 
support agency Cooperative Reimbursement Agreement Liaison to serve as the 
contact between the DEPARTMENT and the PROVIDER regarding all matters 
relating to the Agreement. 

C. The use of funds by the PROVIDER under the Agreement to hire consultants shall 
require prior approval of the DEPARTMENT's designated Contract Manager. The 
Contract Manager must approve all arrangements and the proposed work plan of 
the consultants involved before the consultants commence any work. 

D. The PROVIDER agrees that meetings with any staff directly or indirectly involved in 
the provision of services which are the subject of the Agreement may be conducted 
at any reasonable time by Federal and/or State personnel assigned by the 
DEPARTMENT or by a duly authorized Federal or State agency for the purpose of 
monitoring or facilitating implementation of the Agreement. 

EMPLOYEES 

The individuals providing services for the DEPARTMENT pursuant to the Agreement shall 
be exclusively the employees of the PROVIDER and, as such, shall be entitled to 
participate in such employee benefit programs as are available to other persons in the 
PROVIDER's employ. No individual may be concurrently employed by the PROVIDER 
while he or she is an employee of the State of Maryland, or any Department, Commission, 
Agency or Branch thereof, whose duties as such employee relate to the subject matter of 
the Agreement. 

X. STATE LAWS AND REGULATIONS 

The terms of the Agreement and its execution are subject to all applicable Maryland laws 
and regulations and approval of such other agencies of the State of Maryland as is 
required under said laws and regulations. 

XI. BINDING EFFECT OF CHILD SUPPORT LAWS AND REGULATIONS 

The terms of the Agreement are subject to the provisions of the Federal Social Security 
Act establishing and governing public assistance and child support enforcement found in 
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XII. 

Title 42 of the United States Code, Chapter 7, particularly Subchapter IV, Part D; the 
regulations of the United States Department of Health and Human Services promulgated 
thereunder, found in Title 45 of the Code of Federal Regulations, particularly Subtitle B, 
Chapter Ill; and the provisions of the State plan adopted pursuant thereto. 

EQUAL OPPORTUNITY CLAUSE 

A. The PROVIDER agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for 
employment because of sexual orientation, race, color, creed, sex, age, marital 
status, political affiliation, national origin, ancestry, religion and physical or mental 
disability unrelated in nature and extent so as reasonably not to preclude the 
performance of such employment, or any other unlawful form of discrimination. 
The PROVIDER will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, 
and that employees are treated during employment, without discrimination because 
of their sexual orientation, race, color, creed, sex, age, marital status, political 
affiliation, national origin, ancestry, religion and physical or mental disability 
unrelated in nature and extent so as reasonably not to preclude the performance of 
such employment, or any other unlawful form of discrimination. Such action shall 
include, but not be limited to, employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; 
recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other 
forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The 
PROVIDER shall post in conspicuous places, available to employees and 
applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the DEPARTMENT setting 
forth the substance of this Equal Opportunity clause. 

B. The PROVIDER shall, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed 
by or on behalf of the PROVIDER, state that all qualified applicants will receive 
consideration for employment without regard to sexual orientation, race, color, 
creed, sex, age, marital status, political affiliation, national origin, ancestry, religion 
or disability. 

C. In the event of PROVIDER's non-compliance with this Section, the DEPARTMENT, 
at its option, may cancel, terminate or suspend the Agreement, in whole or in part. 

XIII. USE AND SUPPLY OF INFORMATION 

The DEPARTMENT will assure compliance with the prompt notice requirement of 45 
C.F.R. § 235.70, requiring the Department of Social Services or CSEA local child support 
office to, upon the furnishing of aid or the determination that an individual is a TCA 
recipient, promptly transmit all relevant information regarding TCA recipients to the 
PROVIDER hereunder. 

The DEPARTMENT shall grant the PROVIDER access to its Central Registry of records 
containing all available identifying information, including location, employment and 
financial status, if known, relating to parents who have deserted or appear to have 
deserted their children or from whom financial support for dependent children may be 
solicited in furtherance of the objectives of the Agreement. 
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XIV. CIVIL RIGHTS 

A. The PROVIDER will not, on the grounds of sexual orientation, race, color, creed, sex, 
age, marital status, political affiliation, national origin, ancestry, religion or physical or 
mental disability: 

( 1) Deny any individual any service or other benefit provided under the PROGRAM; 

(2) Provide any services or other benefit to an individual which is different, or is 
provided in a different manner, from those provided to others under the 
PROGRAM; 

(3) Subject an individual to segregation or separate treatment in any matter related 
to receipt of any service(s) or other benefits provided under the PROGRAM;

(6) Deny any individual an opportunity to participate in the PROGRAM or the receipt 
of services or otherwise afford him or her an opportunity to do so which is 
different from that afforded others under the PROGRAM. 

B. The PROVIDER will not utilize criteria or methods of administration which have the 
effect of subjecting individuals to discrimination because of sexual orientation, 
race, color, creed, sex, age, marital status, political affiliation, national origin, 
ancestry, religion or physical or mental disability, or have the effect of defeating or 
substantially impairing accomplishment of the objectives of the PROGRAM in 
respect to individuals of a particular sexual orientation, race, color, creed, sex, age, 
marital status, political affiliation, national origin, ancestry, religion or physical or 
mental disability, in determining: 

( 1) The types of services or other benefits to be provided under the

indirectly, through contractual or other arrangements, utilize criteria or methods of 
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administration that have the effect of subjecting qualified individuals with disabilities to 
discrimination on the basis of disability, or that have the purpose or effect of defeating or 
substantially impairing accomplishment of the objectives of the DEPARTMENT's program 
with respect to individuals with disabilities. 

XVI. PURCHASE AND TREATMENT OF ASSETS 

A. The PROVIDER shall obtain prior written approval from the DEPARTMENT for any 
assets acquired (rented or purchased) with funds paid under the Agreement, 
excluding ordinary office supplies, except that such approval is not required with 
regard to assets described in the Cooperative Reimbursement Agreement 
Application attached hereto. 

B. The PROVIDER shall receive reimbursement for the applicable Federal share for 
equipment acquired under the Agreement through use allowances, depreciation, or 
one-time charge in the total amount of acquisition cost.

This does 
not apply to equipment for which costs were claimed for reimbursement through 
use allowance. 

F. Title to all property acquired by the PROVIDER under this or any past agreement 
at a cost of $1,000 or more, including purchase by lease purchase agreement, for 
which the PROVIDER was reimbursed at the applicable Federal Financial 
Participation (FFP) rate shall vest in the DEPARTMENT. 

G. Each federal fiscal year, and upon termination of the Agreement, the PROVIDER 
shall deliver to the DEPARTMENT a listing of all DEPARTMENT property leased or 
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purchased during the Agreement showing the following information as to each 
property item: 

1. A description of the property; 
2. Manufacturer's serial number or other identification number; 
3. Acquisition date and cost, or acquisition date and rental cost; 
4. Source of property; 
5. Percentage of Federal funds used in the acquisition of the property; and 
6. Location, use and condition of the property. 

This information must also be provided for each item of property when it is 
acquired. 

H. Upon termination of the Agreement, the DEPARTMENT may require the 
PROVIDER to deliver to the DEPARTMENT any DEPARTMENT-owned property 
specifically produced or acquired for the performance of the Agreement. 

CSEA shall furnish a form for the PROVIDER's use in submitting the Yearly 
Equipment Inventory Report. 

XVII. LISTING WITH JOB SERVICE 

PROVIDER agrees to list all employment positions to be created or filled in connection 
with the services to be provided under the Agreement with the Maryland Workforce 
Exchange, Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation, or its successor, except where 
such positions are required to be filled through the State/County/City Merit System or 
where there are special employment conditions which cannot be met through the use of 
such job service. At the time such listing is published, the PROVIDER is to submit a 
copy of the listing to the CSEA Contract Manager. 

XVIII. ANTI-DRUG ABUSE

3) Additionally, it is incumbent upon the Provider to inform its officers and employees of the penalties 
for improper disclosure imposed by the Privacy Act of 1974, 5 U.S.C. 552a. Specifically, 5 U.S.C.

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING, made this __ day of July, 2016, by and between 

the COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF WORCESTER COUNTY, MARYLAND ("County"), the WORCESTER 

COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE ("Sheriff") and Sunset Marina, Inc., owner and operator of Sunset Marina, 

and the Ocean City Fishing Center ("Sunset Marina"). 

WHEREAS, Sunset Marina desires to have a greater law enforcement presence at its facilities 

located at 12911 Sunset Avenue and 12940 Inlet Isle Lane, Ocean City, Maryland; and 

WHEREAS, the Sheriff is willing to devote extra patrols at Sunset Marina; and 

WHEREAS, these extra patrols will involve over-time charges which are unbudgeted in the 

Sheriffs operating budget; and 

WHEREAS, Sunset Marina is willing to pay to the Sheriff these costs, including an administrative 

fee; and 

WHEREAS, the County, as the budgetary authority for the Sheriff, is willing to handle the 

accounting that will be necessary under this Memorandum of Understanding. 

NOW, THEREFORE, WITNESSETH, that in consideration of the premises and the undertaking of 

the Parties hereto, the Parties agree as follows: 

1. The Sheriff will use his best efforts to assign extra patrols by his Office for law enforcement 

purposes only, to Sunset Marina during the dates and times requested by Sunset Marina: 

July 7, 2016, 3:00 PM to 12:00AM, for the Ocean City Tuna Tournament at the Ocean City 

Fishing Center and August 6 through August 12, 2016, 9:00PM to 3:00AM, for the White 

Marlin Open Tournament at Sunset Marina. 

2. During these patrols, the Sheriff's deputies will be on-duty and under the supervision of the 

Sheriff and his Chain- of-Command. During these patrols, the deputies may respond to 

reasonable requests by Sunset Marina regarding law enforcement efforts. The deputies 

may or may not be in uniform, depending on the orders of the Sheriff, but the Sheriff will 

use his best efforts to ensure that uniformed deputies are assigned to the patrol. 

3. The Sheriff will keep accurate and complete records of the hours worked by each of the 

deputies at Sunset Marina. Any time worked over 30 minutes will be rounded up to a full 

hour. Every twenty-eight (28) days, the Sheriff will submit to Sunset Marina a written 

invoice detailing the hours and dates worked to date and the total amount due from Sunset 

Marina for the extra patrols. Within fifteen (15) days after receipt of the invoice, Sunset 

Marina shall pay to the Sheriff, the sum of $75.00 per hour per deputy as shown on the 

invoice. This amount includes the administrative fee.

System 

Attached is a proposal to install a new fire monitoring system in the Animal Control 
Shelter. This replacement need is triggered because of the current addition under construction 
on the rear of the building. The installed system is not a National Fire Protection Association 
(NFPA) code compliant fire monitoring system. Because of the addition (and required monitor­
ing equipment), the entire structure is now required to be monitored per NFPA code as con­
firmed by the Worcester County Fire Marshal. This includes detectors in each room, alarms, 
manual pull stations, dual communicators and a new panel. 

The original project estimate included funds to add detectors, alarm and pull station to 
only the addition at a cost of $2,000. The upgrade cost to provide a compliant fire monitoring \L 
system for the entire building is $8,976.:U as specified by Absolute Security who is the County's /I 
alarm monitoring vendor and currently provides monitoring for the building. The Sheriff's Of-
fice has advised that they can fund the additional expense in their budget. To accompany this 
system, an interface with the new Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP) telephone system will 
also need to be linked to the Department of Public Works (DPW) Maintenance building by in-
stalling cable in existing underground conduit by the County. 

I am therefore requesting approval for the project addition to install a new fire monitor­
ing system in the Animal Control Shelter. Please let me know of any questions or if additional 
information is required . Thank you.

I am writing to ask that you allow the Stephen Decatur High School Cross Country team to contiiiuetifus;·the·W-0r.cester County 
Landfill Site in Berlin as our home cross country course. Since 2007, Stephen Decatur has used this site as our home cross country 
course and the facility greatly adds to our success as a team and the experience that our runners have in our program. "Mt. 
Decatur" as we call it allows our team to prepare for the hilly and difficult courses that we will face during the course of a cross 
country season. Coaches often note that teams from the Eastern Shore are at a severe competitive disadvantage due to the fact 
that there are no courses on the Eastern Shore that have hills. Mt. Decatur was the exception to this rule and prepares our team, as 
well as other Bayside Conference teams, for competition against schools from the Western Shore. If we are not able to use this 
facility next year, we will be forced to run laps around the school for our home cross country course, which will be a severe 
detriment for our team and will negatively impact the experience our student-athletes have. 

Some facts that you may like to know about our meets: 
• We are scheduled to have 2 home meets this year (2016 Fall Season). The meets are: September 7th October 121h. Each 

meet is scheduled for a Wednesday, a day in which the landfill is closed. 
• Meets start at 4pm and generally last until about 6pm. 
• we do course walkthroughs before we run a race to make sure that all runners have seen the course and know which way 

to go. The course is painted with arrows to show runners which way to go at every turn. Additionally, there are 
approximately 20 cones set out to mark turns for runners. The tall grass is cut into paths. The course is cut into tall grass, 
so that runners cannot run off course. Additionally, we have parents, coaches and athletes at key turns to show runners 
where to go. We have never had problems with runners getting lost. 

• Generally, approximately 50 spectators attend the meets, but this number can vary. There are specific paths cut out for 
spectators and athletes to walk the course. Spectators stand at the top of the hill as this is the best place to see the 
runners come by. 

• Smoking is prohibited at all Stephen Decatur High School athletic functions. Coaches will address this situation if 
necessary, but we have never had problems with this in the past. Generally, it is distasteful to smoke while kids are 
running a 3 mile race. Additionally, there is an administrator on duty who looks out for these kinds of things and 
addresses them when appropriate. 

• Parking is available for all buses and spectators at the Stephen Decatur Middle School Athletic fields. 

• Meets start at 4pm and generally last until about 6pm, Athletes from other schools typically begin arriving at about 3:15. 

• Runners do not leave site and do not run on any roadways. All running is done on trails. 
• There is a trained athletic trainer on site for meets. The trainer has a golf cart which allows her to get to athletes quickly 

in the event of an injury.

Hopkins Construction recently completed construction of a gas mitigation system at the 
closed Snow Hill Landfill and performed well on that project. They were very 
cooperative and worked well with the County personnel involved. Their list of recent 
projects show several pump stations so they display qualifications for this work. EA has 
confirmed their capability to do this work and concur with the recommended award in 
the attached letter. 

The low bid represents a significant decrease from the original $610,000 bid for this 
project in March.

Further, within five (5) days of Owner's request, Bidder shall submit additional written evidence, 
such as financial data, additional previous experience on similar projects, equipment availability, 
present commitments, and other such data, as may be requested. Each Bid must contain evidence 
of Bidder's qualifications to do business in the state where the project is located or covenant to 
obtain such qualification prior to award of the Contract. 

4. EXAMINATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND SITE 

4.1 It is the responsibility of each Bidder before submitting a Bid, to (a) examine the Contract

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ARTICLE 1- DEFINED TERMS 

1.01 Terms used in these Instructions to Bidders have the meanings indicated in the General 
Conditions and Supplementary Conditions. Additional terms used in these Instructions to 
Bidders have the meanings indicated below: 

A. Issuing Office-The office from which the Bidding Documents are to be issued. 

ARTICLE 2-COPIES OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS 

2.01 Complete sets of the Bidding Documents may be obtained from the Issuing Office in the number 
and format stated in the advertisement or invitation to bid. 

2.02 Complete sets of Bidding Documents shall be used in preparing Bids; neither Owner nor 
Engineer assumes any responsibility for errors or misinterpretations resulting from the use of 
incomplete sets of Bidding Documents. 

2.03 Owner and Engineer, in making copies of Bidding Documents available on the above terms, do 
so only for the purpose of obtaining Bids for the Work and do not authorize or confer a license 

for any other use. 

ARTICLE 3 -QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS 

3.01 This section has been deleted in its entirety from the original EJCDC C-200. 

ARTICLE 4-SITE AND OTHER AREAS; EXISTING SITE CONDITIONS; EXAMINATION OF SITE; OWNER'S 

SAFETY PROGRAM; OTHER WORK AT THE SITE 

4.01 Site and Other Areas 

A. The Site is identified in the Bidding Documents. By definition, the Site includes rights-of­
way, easements, and other lands furnished by Owner for the use of the Contractor. Any 
additional lands required for temporary construction facilities, construction equipment, or 
storage of materials and equipment, and any access needed for such additional lands, are 
to be obtained and paid for by Contractor. 

4.02 Existing Site Conditions 

A. Subsurface and Physical Conditions; Hazardous Environmental Conditions 

1. The Supplementary Conditions identify: 

a. those reports known to Owner of explorations and tests of subsurface conditions 
at or adjacent to the Site. 

b. those drawings known to Owner of physical conditions relating to existing surface 
or subsurface structures at the Site (except Underground Facilities). 

c. reports and drawings known to Owner relating to Hazardous Environmental 
Conditions that have been identified at or adjacent to the Site. 

d. Technical Data contained in such reports and drawings. 

2. Owner will make copies of reports and drawings referenced above available to any 
Bidder on request. These reports and drawings are not part of the Contract 
Documents, but the Technical Data contained therein upon whose accuracy Bidder is 
entitled to rely, as provided in the General Conditions, has been identified and 
established in the Supplementary Conditions. Bidder is responsible for any

3. If the Supplementary Conditions do not identify Technical Data, the default definition 
of Technical Data set forth in Article 1 of the General Conditions will apply. 

B. Underground Facilities: Information and data shown or indicated in the Bidding Documents 
with respect to existing Underground Facilities at or contiguous to the Site are set forth in 
the Contract Documents and are based upon information and data furnished to Owner and 
Engineer by owners of such Underground Facilities, including Owner, or others. 

C. Adequacy of Data: Provisions concerning responsibilities for the adequacy of data furnished 
to prospective Bidders with respect to subsurface conditions, other physical conditions, and 
Underground Facilities, and possible changes in the Bidding Documents due to differing or 
unanticipated subsurface or physical conditions appear in Paragraphs 5.03, 5.04, and 5.05 
of the General Conditions. Provisions concerning responsibilities for the adequacy of data 
furnished to prospective Bidders with respect to a Hazardous Environmental Condition at 
the Site, if any, and possible changes in the Contract Documents due to any Hazardous 
Environmental Condition uncovered or revealed at the Site which was not shown or 
indicated in the Drawings or Specifications or identified in the Contract Documents to be 
within the scope of the Work, appear in Paragraph S.06 of the General Conditions. 

4.03 Site Visit and Testing by Bidders 

A. Bidder shall conduct the required Site visit during normal working hours, and shall not 
disturb any ongoing operations at the Site. 

B. Bidder is not required to conduct any subsurface testing, or exhaustive investigations of 
Site conditions. However, Bidder is responsible for making reasonable inspections of Site 

conditions in accordance with Article 5 hereof. 

C. On request, and to the extent Owner has control over the Site, and schedule permitting, 
the Owner will provide Bidder access to the Site to conduct such additional examinations, 
investigations, explorations, tests, and studies as Bidder deems necessary for preparing and 
submitting a successful Bid. Owner will not have any obligation to grant such access if doing 
so is not practical because of existing operations, security or safety concerns, or restraints 
on Owner's authority regarding the Site. 

D. Bidder shall comply with all applicable Laws and Regulations regarding excavation and 
location of utilities, obtain all permits, and comply with all terms and conditions established 
by Owner or by property owners or other entities controlling the Site with respect to 
schedule, access, existing operations, security, liability insurance, and applicable safety 
programs. 

E. Bidder shall fill all holes and clean up and restore the Site to its former condition upon 
completion of such explorations, investigations, tests, and studies. 

4.04 Owner's Safety Program 

A. Site visits and work at the Site may be governed by an Owner safety program. As the 
General Conditions indicate, if an Owner safety program exists, it will be noted in the 
Supplementary Conditions. 

4.05 Other Work at the Site 

A. Reference is made to Article 8 of the Supplementary Conditions for the identification of the 
general nature of other work of which Owner is aware (if any) that is to be performed at

ARTICLE 5 - BIDDER'S REPRESENTATIONS 

5.01 It is the responsibility of each Bidder before submitting a Bid to: 

A. examine and carefully study the Bidding Documents, and any data and reference items 
identified in the Bidding Documents; 

B. visit the Site, conduct a thorough, alert visual examination of the Site and adjacent areas, 
and become familiar with and satisfy itself as to the general, local, and Site conditions that 
may affect cost, progress, and performance of the Work; 

C. become familiar with and satisfy itself as to all Laws and Regulations that may affect cost, 
progress, and performance of the Work; 

D. carefully study all: (1) reports of explorations and tests of subsurface conditions at or 
adjacent to the Site and all drawings of physical conditions relating to existing surface or 
subsurface structures at the Site that have been identified in the Supplementary 
Conditions, especially with respect to Technical Data in such reports and drawings, and (2) 
reports and drawings relating to Hazardous Environmental Conditions, if any, at or adjacent 
to the Site that have been identified in the Supplementary Conditions, especially with 
respect to Technical Data in such reports and drawings; 

E. consider the information known to Bidder itself; information commonly known to 
contractors doing business in the locality of the Site; information and observations 
obtained from visits to the Site; the Bidding Documents; and the Site-related reports and 
drawings identified in the Bidding Documents, with respect to the effect of such 
information, observations, and documents on (1) the cost, progress, and performance of 
the Work; (2) the means, methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction 
to be employed by Bidder; and (3) Bidder's safety precautions and programs; 

F. agree, based on the information and observations referred to in the preceding paragraph, 
that at the time of submitting its Bid no further examinations, investigations, explorations, 
tests, studies, or data are necessary for the determination of its Bid for performance of the 
Work at the price bid and within the times required, and in accordance with the other 
terms and conditions of the Bidding Documents; 

G. become aware of the general nature of the work to be performed by Owner and others at 
the Site that relates to the Work as indicated in the Bidding Documents; 

H. promptly give Engineer written notice of all conflicts, errors, ambiguities, or discrepancies 
that Bidder discovers in the Bidding Documents and confirm that the written resolution 
thereof by Engineer is acceptable to Bidder; 

I. determine that the Bidding Documents are generally sufficient to indicate and convey 
understanding of all terms and conditions for the performance and furnishing of the Work; 
and 

J. agree that the submission of a Bid will constitute an incontrovertible representation by 
Bidder that Bidder has complied with every requirement of this Article, that without 
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exception the Bid and all prices in the Bid are premised upon performing and furnishing the 
Work required by the Bidding Documents. 

ARTICLE 6 - PRE-BID CONFERENCE 

6.01 A pre-Bid conference will be held at the time and location stated in the invitation or 
advertisement to bid. The pre-Bid conference is not mandatory, but Bidders are encouraged to 
attend and participate in the pre-Bid conference. Representatives of Owner and Engineer will be 
present to discuss the Project. Engineer will transmit to all prospective Bidders of record such 
Addenda as Engineer considers necessary in response to questions arising at the conference. 
Oral statements may not be relied upon and will not be binding or legally effective. 

ARTICLE 7 - INTERPRETATIONS AND ADDENDA 

7.01 All questions about the meaning or intent of the Bidding Documents are to be submitted to 
Engineer in writing. Interpretations or clarifications considered necessary by Engineer in 
response to such questions will be issued by Addenda delivered to all parties recorded as having 
received the Bidding Documents, but it shall be the Bidder's responsibility to make inquiry as 
to the addenda issued. Questions received less than seven days prior to the date for opening of 
Bids may not be answered. Only questions answered by Addenda will be binding. Oral and other 
interpretations or clarifications will be without legal effect. 

7.02 Addenda may be issued to clarify, correct, supplement, or change the Bidding Documents. All 
Bidders shall acknowledge receipt of all Addenda on the Bid Form. Failure to do so will result 

in Bid rejection. 

ARTICLE 8 - BID SECURITY 

8.01 A Bid must be accompanied by Bid security made payable to Owner in an amount of five (5%) 
percent of Bidder's maximum Bid price (determined by adding the base bid and all alternates) 
and in the form of a certified check, bank money order, or a Bid bond (on the form included in 
the Bidding Documents) issued by a surety meeting the requirements of Paragraphs 6.01 and 
6.02 of the General Conditions. The Bid Bond included in the Bidding Documents must be 
completed and submitted with the Bid. All Bids without the properly executed Bid Bond in the 
format as required herein may be rejected. 

8.02 The Bid security of the apparent Successful Bidder will be retained until Owner awards the 
contract to such Bidder, and such Bidder has executed the Contract Documents, furnished the 
required contract security, and met the other conditions of the Notice of Award, whereupon the 
Bid security will be released. If the Successful Bidder fails to execute and deliver the Contract 
Documents and furnish the required contract security within 20 days after the Notice of Award, 
Owner may consider Bidder to be in default, annul the Notice of Award, and the Bid security of 
that Bidder will be forfeited, in which case the Bid security accompanying the proposal shall 
become the property of Owner. The next low Bidder in order of Bid price shall then be 
considered the lowest responsive Bidder and the Contract will be awarded to him. Should this 
Bidder default, the next low Bidder shall be considered and so on. In each case, a defaulting 
Bidder forfeits the Bid security. 

8.03 The Bid security of other Bidders that Owner believes to have a reasonable chance of receiving 
the award may be retained by Owner until the earlier of seven days after the Effective Date of 
the Contract or 61 days after the Bid opening, whereupon Bid security furnished by such Bidders 
will be released. 
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ARTICLE 9 - CONTRACT TIMES 

9.01 After Substantial Completion, if Contractor shall neglect, refuse, or fail to complete the 
remaining Work within the Contract Time (as duly adjusted pursuant to the Contract for 
completion and readiness for final payment, Contractor shall pay Owner $1080.00 for each 
day that expires after such time until the Work is completed and ready for final payment. 
Bidders must be prepared to complete the work within the Contract term as defined in these 
documents and as noted as the completion date on the Notice To Proceed. 

ARTICLE 10 - LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 

10.01 Provisions for liquidated damages, if any, for failure to timely attain a Milestone, Substantial 
Completion, or completion of the Work in readiness for final payment, are set forth in the 
Agreement. 

ARTICLE 11- SUBSTITUTE AND "OR-EQUAL" ITEMS 

11.01 The Contract for the Work, if awarded, will be on the basis of materials and equipment specified 
or described in the Bidding Documents, and those "or-equal" or substitute or materials and 
equipment subsequently approved by Engineer prior to the submittal of Bids and identified by 
Addendum. No item of material or equipment will be considered by Engineer as an "or-equal" or 
substitute unless written request for approval has been submitted by Bidder and has been 
received by Engineer at least 15 days prior to the date for receipt of Bids in the case of a 
proposed substitute and 5 days prior in the case of a proposed "or-equal.". Each such request 
shall comply with the requirements of Paragraphs 7.04 and 7.05 of the General Conditions. The 
burden of proof of the merit of the proposed item is upon Bidder. Engineer's decision of 
approval or disapproval of a proposed item will be final. If Engineer approves any such proposed 
item, such approval will be set forth in an Addendum issued to all prospective Bidders. Bidders 
shall not rely upon approvals made in any other manner. Substitutes and "or-equal" materials 
and equipment may be proposed by Contractor in accordance with Paragraphs 7.04 and 7.05 
of the General Conditions after the Effective Date of the Contract. 

11.02 All prices that Bidder sets forth in its Bid shall be based on the presumption that the Contractor 
will furnish the materials and equipment specified or described in the Bidding Documents, as 
supplemented by Addenda. Any assumptions regarding the possibility of post-Bid approvals of 
"or-equal" or substitution requests are made at Bidder's sole risk. 

11.03 If an award is made, Contractor shall be allowed to submit proposed substitutes and "or­
equals" in accordance with the General Conditions. 

ARTICLE 12 - SUBCONTRACTORS, SUPPLIERS, AND OTHERS 

12.01 Bidders must submit to Owner a list of the Subcontractors proposed for each type of work 
identified in the Bid Form. 

If Owner or Engineer, after due investigation, has reasonable objection to any proposed 
Subcontractor, Supplier, individual, or entity, Owner may, before the Notice of Award is given, 
request apparent Successful Bidder to submit an acceptable substitute, in which case apparent 
Successful Bidder shall submit a substitute, Bidder's Bid price will be increased (or decreased) by 
the difference in cost occasioned by such substitution, and Owner may consider such price 
adjustment in evaluating Bids and making the Contract award. 
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12.02 If apparent Successful Bidder declines to make any such substitution, Owner may award the 
Contract to the next lowest Bidder that proposes to use acceptable Subcontractors, Suppliers, or 
other individuals or entities. Declining to make requested substitutions will constitute grounds 
for forfeiture of the Bid security of any Bidder. Any Subcontractor, Supplier, individual, or entity 
so listed and against which Owner or Engineer makes no written objection prior to the giving of 
the Notice of Award will be deemed acceptable to Owner and Engineer subject to subsequent 
revocation of such acceptance as provided in Paragraph 7.06 of the General Conditions. 

12.03 Contractor shall not be required to employ any Subcontractor, Supplier, individual, or entity 
against whom Contractor has reasonable objection. 

12.04 The Contractor shall not award work to Subcontractor(s) in excess of the limits stated 
in SC 7.06. 

12.05 Subcontractors shall be duly licensed in the State of Maryland and meet the 
requirements of COMAR. 

12.06 Each Bidder shall complete the "Listing of Subcontractors" in its entirety. Failure to do 
so may render the Bid Form non-responsive and may be grounds for its rejection by 

Owner. 

12.07 Contractor shall provide Owner within thirty (30) days of signing the Agreement copies 
of all business or occupational licenses required of Subcontractors that will perform 
work on the Contract. If a Subcontractor is hired or contracted more than twenty (20) 
days after Contractor signed the Agreement the occupational or business licenses of the 
Subcontractors shall be provided to Owner within ten (10) days of being contracted or 
hired. These timeframes do not preclude Owner from making an earlier request for a 
copy of the business or occupational licenses of the Subcontractors in performing an 
investigation of a Subcontractor under this Article. 

ARTICLE 13 - PREPARATION OF BID 

13.01 The Bid Form is included with the Bidding Documents. 

A. All blanks on the Bid Form shall be completed in ink or typewritten and the Bid Form 
signed in ink. Erasures or alterations shall be initialed in ink by the person signing the Bid 
Form. A Bid price shall be indicated for each section, Bid item, alternate, adjustment unit 
price item, and unit price item listed therein. Failure to comply may be cause for rejection. 
No allowances, segregated Bids or assignments will be considered. State all amounts in 
numerical figures. A Bidder shall make no additional stipulations on the Bid Form to 
qualify his Bid by attachments or any other matter. Stipulations or qualifications will be 
subject to Bid rejection. 

13.02 A Bid by a corporation shall be executed in the corporate name by a corporate officer (whose 
title must appear under the signature). The corporate address and state of incorporation shall 
be shown. The corporate seal shall be affixed and attested by the corporate secretary or an 
assistant corporate secretary. 

13.03 A Bid by a limited liability company shall be executed in the name of the firm by a member or 
other authorized person. The state of formation of the firm and the official address of the firm 
shall be shown. 

13.04 A Bid by an individual shall show the Bidder's name and official address. 
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13.05 A Bid by a joint venture shall be executed by an authorized representative of each joint venturer 
in the manner indicated on the Bid Form. The official address of the joint venture shall be 
shown. 

13.06 All names shall be printed in ink below the signatures. 

13.07 The Bid shall contain an acknowledgment of receipt of all Addenda, the numbers of which shall 
be filled in on the Bid Form. 

13.08 The Bid shall contain the State of Maryland business license, or Bidder shall submit evidence in 
writing that it has initiated the license process in accordance with the State of Maryland Code 
and provide a written covenant that it shall obtain such license prior to the award of the 
Contract and attach such covenant to the Bid. Bidder's state contractor license number, if any, 
shall also be shown on the Bid Form. 

13.09 Each Bid must be accompanied by the completed Non-Collusion Statement, Listing of 
Subcontractors, and any other required bid submission forms. 

ARTICLE 14- BASIS OF BID 

14.01 Lump Sum 

A. Bidders shall submit a Bid on a lump sum basis as set forth in the Bid Form. 

14.02 Unit Price 

A. Bidders shall submit a Bid on a unit price basis for each item of Work listed in the unit price 
section of the Bid Form. 

B. The "Bid Price" (sometimes referred to as the extended price) for each unit price Bid item 
will be the product of the "Estimated Quantity" (which Owner or its representative has set 
forth in the Bid Form) for the item and the corresponding "Bid Unit Price" offered by the 
Bidder. The total of all unit price Bid items will be the sum of these "Bid Prices"; such total 
will be used by Owner for Bid comparison purposes. The final quantities and Contract Price 
will be determined in accordance with Paragraph 13.03 of the General Conditions. 

C. Discrepancies between the multiplication of units of Work and unit prices will be resolved 
in favor of the unit prices. Discrepancies between the indicated sum of any column of 
figures and the correct sum thereof will be resolved in favor of the correct sum. 

14.03 Allowances 

A. For cash allowances the Bid price shall include such amounts as the Bidder deems proper 
for Contractor's overhead, costs, profit, and other expenses on account of cash allowances, 
if any, named in the Contract Documents, in accordance with Paragraph 13.02.B of the 
General Conditions. 

ARTICLE 15-SUBMITTAL OF BID 

15.01 Within each copy of the Bidding Documents, the Bid Form is to be completed and submitted 
with the Bid security and the other documents required to be submitted under the terms of 
Article 7 of the Bid Form. 

15.02 A Bid shall be received no later than the date and time prescribed and at the place indicated in 
the advertisement or invitation to bid and shall be sealed in a plainly marked package with the 
Project title, the Bid Opening date and time, and the Bidder's name, address and Maryland 
license number. Each bid shall be completed on the forms provided. If a Bid is sent by mail or 
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other delivery system, the sealed envelope containing the Bid shall be enclosed in a separate 
package plainly marked on the Lower right hand corner with the notation "BID ENCLOSED -
Eagles Landing Irrigation." A mailed Bid shall be addressed to WORCESTER COUNTY, at the 
Office of the County Commissioners, Room 1103 -Worcester County Government Center, One 
West Market Street, Snow Hill, Maryland 21863. 

15.03 Bids received after the date and time prescribed for the opening of bids, or not submitted at the 
correct location or in the designated manner, will not be accepted and will be returned to the 
Bidder. unopened. Oral, telegraphic, electronic, or telephonic Bids· are invalid ,and will not 

receive consideration. 

ARTICLE 16- MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BID 

16.01 A Bid may be withdrawn by an appropriate document duly executed in the same manner that a 
Bid must be executed and delivered to the place where Bids are to be submitted prior to the 
date and time for the opening of Bids. Upon receipt of such notice, the unopened Bid will be 
returned to the Bidder. 

16.02 If a Bidder wishes to modify its Bid prior to Bid opening, Bidder must withdraw its initial Bid in 
the manner specified in Paragraph 16.01 and submit a new Bid prior to the date and time for the 
opening of Bids. 

16.03 Bids may not be withdrawn within sixty (60) days after the Bid Opening. 

ARTICLE 17 - OPENING OF BIDS 

17.01 Bids will be opened at the time and place indicated in the advertisement or invitation to bid and, 
unless obviously non-responsive, read aloud publicly. An abstract of the amounts of the base 
Bids and major alternates, if any, will be made available to Bidders after the opening of Bids. 

ARTICLE 18- BIDS TO REMAIN SUBJECT TO ACCEPTANCE 

18.01 All Bids will remain subject to acceptance for the period of time stated in the Bid Form, but 
Owner may, in its sole discretion, release any Bid and return the Bid security prior to the end of 
this period. 

ARTICLE 19 -EVALUATION OF BIDS AND AWARD OF CONTRACT 

19.01 Owner reserves the right to reject any or all Bids, including without limitation, nonconforming, 
nonresponsive, unbalanced, or conditional Bids. Owner will reject the Bid of any Bidder that 
Owner finds, after reasonable inquiry and evaluation, to not be responsible. 

19.02 If Owner awards the contract for the Work, such award shall be to -the responsible Bidder 
submitting the lowest responsive Bid. 

19.03 Evaluation of Bids 

A. In evaluating Bids, Owner will consider whether or not the Bids comply with the prescribed 
requirements, and such alternates, unit prices, and other data, as may be requested in the 
Bid Form or prior to the Notice of Award. 

19.04 In evaluating whether a Bidder is responsible, Owner will consider the qualifications of the 
Bidder and may consider the qualifications and experience of Subcontractors and Suppliers 
proposed for those portions of the Work for which the identity of Subcontractors and Suppliers 
must be submitted as provided in the Bidding Documents.
